This can include newspaper clipping, photos, letter of recommendations from people within your school and/or community, and other materials which will give the committee a better insight about you, your school and your community activities.  Any materials you send will not be returned to you unless you specify what particular items you wish returned, and include an appropriate self-addressed, stamped envelope.
A broad based criterion is used in the selection process.  The principle criterion is service to school and community with special emphasis upon leadership roles in these areas.  The P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation is looking for students who exhibit potential to be future leaders in the community. An applicant’s academic record, communications skills, and need for financial assistance are also carefully considered in the selection process. 
P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation Scholarship Guidelines
1. The P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation Scholarship Awards are available to high school seniors who will graduate this academic year from a Chicago area high school.
2. High School Seniors must show proof that they have been accepted at a four year college

3. Only one Application per Applicant is allowed.

4. No Applicant will be denied a P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation Scholarship based on race, religion, gender or sexual preference.  

5. The amount of each P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation Scholarship Award and the total number Scholarships granted depends upon the funds available and the number of applicants on a year to year basis.

6. The P. H. Belle Charitable Foundation Directors, Selection Committee members and their immediate families may not participate in this Scholarship Program.
7. Applicants should have a minimum Grade Point Average of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale
